Dear Parents/Carers of Pupils in Year 2, 

 

Each year, pupils in Year 2 are required to take Key Stage 1 SATs during the month of May. 

Unlike Key Stage 2 SATs, the Key Stage 1 SATs are carried out in an informal, low key manner 

and the papers are marked by the class teachers rather than being sent away to an external marker. 

The results from the tests are submitted to the DfE and the final ‘scaled score’ is used by class 

teachers to help inform their Teacher Assessment judgement for each pupil along with work they 

have carried out on a day to day basis in class throughout the school year. 

 

It is the class teachers’ Teacher Assessment for your child that will be reported to parents and 

carers at the end of the academic year. However, your child’s SATs scores will be available from 

the class teachers if you request them. 

 

It is intended that the Year 2 pupils will take the SATs in the week beginning the 21st May 2018
